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Sam Duenckel Called to Serve Dover as the
Association’s First Associate for Missions

Messengers to Dover Baptist Association’s 225th Semiannual Meeting
voted to extend God’s call to the Reverend Samuel J. Duenckel. It was
unanimous. Sam joined the Dover staff team as Dover’s first Associate for
Missions on May 1.

Part of Sam’s job description states:

The role of the Associate for Missions may
include, but is not limited to, mission strategy,
ministry to churches and church leaders,
communications, and general leadership of the
association. The Associate for Missions will
serve as a strategist, have administrative duties,
and provide leadership as a resource for
association committees, councils, and teams.
The Associate will have significant
responsibilities in the areas of relationships on
behalf of the Association and communications.
In addition, the Associate will also serve as a
general resource for the churches of the
association and their leaders.

The Personnel Committee, Director of Missions Steve Allsbrook, and
Sam believe God has prepared Sam for this ministry. To help Dover
Baptists get to know Sam better, Steve and Sam have collaborated on this
article.

Steve: Sam grew up in Georgia. God led Sam to Berry College and to
Baptist Theological Seminary at Richmond. There he met classmate Abbie
Duke, who grew up in Dover’s Oak Hall Baptist Church. Sam and Abbie
saw many milestones in 2007. Both graduated from BTSR. Abbie joined
the staff of Dover’s Ridge Baptist Church as Minister for Education and
Students. Sam and Abbie married on October 13. Central Baptist Church in
Newnan, Georgia ordained Sam on November 25. In 2007 and before, even
since childhood, Christ has shaped Sam to serve Dover Baptists.

Sam: 1 accepted Christ at First Baptist Church in Jonesboro, Georgia
when I was nine years old. My faith grew, and I experienced an increasing
hunger for studying the Bible. I wanted more than what was offered in
church activities, so I would ask my youth minister questions. My youth
minister would usually point me to resources so I could discover the
answers myself.

I first realized that God was calling me into ministry in my teen years.
My dad raised that possibility with me. My parents had recently divorced
then, and I did not recognize his words as a word from God. During my
sophomore year of college, my mom shared that she felt I was being called
into ministry. I considered my call to ministry more seriously. Later that
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
