Halfway ‘Round Our World

Todd Combee found himself halfway ‘round the world.
Todd serves as pastor of New Bethesda Baptist Church and
leads Dover’s Partnership Missions Council. He also serves as
the Central Region Partnership Missions Coordinator for the
Virginia Baptist Mission Board. The Board asks people like
Todd to experience the kinds of mission trips on which they
encourage other Virginia Baptists to go.

He left for India on February 3. It took two days to get
there. From Atlanta, the group of 13 flew to Dubai, part of the
United Arab Emirates. CH(COL) Combee also serves as an
Army Reserve Chaplain. He felt the irony of knowing that the
troops with whom he serves travel through the same place. He
would fly on to India on a mission trip, while the troops keep
flying on duty stations in the Middle East.

This team went to dedicate the Precious Children’s
International Village. This facility provides a home for up to
200 children with space for 100 more planned. Many,
including Dover Baptists, responded when the tsunami left
children orphaned and destroyed the homes of others. That
response has helped the local ministry, led by Dr. Kunjumon
Chacko, develop to a new level.

In addition to dedicating the children’s facility, the team
led a four-day missions conference, participated in a seminary
graduation, and helped celebrate the wedding of two seminary
students. The team also helped in the ordination of eight
ministry candidates. Todd preached the ordination sermon and
had the privilege of adding his signature to the ordination
certificates. As part of the ordination service, Todd presented
a linen towel to each candidate, something he does with
deacons at New Bethesda, as a visual reminder of Christ’s call
to follow Him in humble service.

Todd’s mission trips and military service had taken him to
Africa, South America, the Caribbean, Europe, and East Asia,
but he did not know what to expect on this trip. His first
impressions came from the amount of people and traffic.

Their roads are not built to handle the volume of traffic, yet it
flows amazingly well. The drivers of the trucks, cars, buses,
and motorized rickshaws appear to show courtesy and
communicate (via their horns) in a way that lets them move.
The people, everywhere, were very respectful and hospitable.
“Afternoon tea was fabulous,” Todd said.

The system of connections between the children, seminary
students, and the leaders made an even stronger impression on
Todd. He said the younger children do not speak English.

The older children learn English and mentor the younger
children. The seminary shares the current children’s home
facility, and the seminary students mentor the older children.
The seminary faculty and staff mentor the students. “This is
Dr. Chacko’s vision,” Todd said, “to train a child according to
Proverbs 22:6.”

A seven-year-old named Elizabeth made another
impression that will last. Todd and wife Susan have two sons.
They had discussed sponsoring a child. (It costs $30 per
month.) Virginia Baptists sponsored more than 100 children
during the first year after the tsunami. Now those children and
others need sponsors. Counting Elizabeth, New Bethesda
Baptist Church members sponsor seven children at the

Precious Children’s Home. Before he left, Todd took a picture
of Elizabeth holding a photo of Susan.

While $30 will sponsor a child for one month, $5 will buy
a packet of school supplies for one child. A larger gift might
go to help furnish the new buildings that form the children’s
village. The playground remains to be built. It will cost
$20,000. (Remember, this village will one day house up to
300 children.) The next building will cost more than that.

Todd said he will always remember the children. He will
remember seeing how they cared for one another and how
respectful they were toward him. Whenever he sees them in
his mind, he will remember their eyes-big, bright, beautiful
eyes. He wanted to hug them all and bring every one of them
home. He could not.

He could leave knowing they were well cared for by a
wonderful “family” led by a caring and committed follower of
Christ. If you ask Todd to tell you or your church the story of
his trip to India, let him have some time to talk. He has much
to say, and he will invite you to pray, give, and even go.
